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ABSTRACT:

Let G be a graph which contains no subgraphs isomorphic to fixed bipartite graph
H. Using well known results from Extremal Graph theory, one can show that such
G has certain expansion properties, i.e., all small subsets of GG have large boundary.

This simple observation appears to be a powerful tool in attacking several extremal
problems. In this talk we discuss recent results in which this observation was used to
resolve conjectures about cycle lengths and large clique-minors in H-free graphs.
